The Harrisburg Area Transportation Study (HATS) held a public review and comment period
for the HATS 2011-2014 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP), 2030 Regional
Transportation Plan (RTP) — 2007 Update Amendment and associated Air Quality Conformity
Determination beginning on Friday, May 7, 2010 and ending on Monday, June 7, 2010. A public
meeting for review and comment of the same materials was held May 26, 2010 in the
Strawberry Square Atrium, downtown Harrisburg, from 11:30 to 1:00. The public review period
and public meeting were advertised through:

The public review materials were available at the Tri-County Regional Planning Commission
office in Harrisburg, the Cumberland County planning office in Carlisle, and the Perry County
planning office in New Bloomfield. News articles containing information about where to find
the public review materials and contact information for comment were run by the Patriot-News
and the York Daily Record.

Most of the comments and questions received were all sent through email. The majority of the
emails dealt this the York Split project. There was overall support for the project. The York Split
project prompted comments on the need for a connection from Lemoyne and New Cumberland
to the west. There were also comments requesting roadways be added to the maintenance list,
and comments in support of other projects. A list of comments received and responses is
attached.

The public meeting was scheduled for Strawberry Square in Harrisburg because of the high
lunchtime traffic and because it is ADA accessible as well as transit and pedestrian accessible.
The display was attended by two members of HATS staff, a representative of PennDOT’s office
of planning, and the PennDOT manager for the York Split project. There were no formal
comments received at the public meeting. According to the tally kept, about 25 people stopped
to look at the materials on display.

Hello and good day. | recently read an article in the York Dispatch describing the Department
of Transportation plans to reconstruct the 83 and 581 split. As an unfortunate traveler through
this area the answer to this problem looks straight forward to me, the average driver.

My suggestion to the congestion problem is easy and very inexpensive to test. Simply close the
on ramp that is right before the split from the New Cumberland intersection ( as seen from
traveling on 83N) temporary for a couple of weeks and use the lighted signs a mile or so before
this split to notify drivers that the left lane is for 581 and the right lane is for 83. This on ramp
from the Cumberland interchange is causing the traffic on 83 to slow to a stop to avoid
accidents with the merging traffic from the Cumberland interchange.

As a result of the slowing traffic many drivers approaching this split from 83N use the left lane
to travel as close as they can to the split, then suddenly merge into the slowing right lane to get
onto 83N, usually after the on ramp of New Cumberland. This causes the drivers in the right
lane to slow even more. Thus backing up traffic even farther on 83N in the right lane thus
inviting more drivers to use the left lane as a merging lane as | describe earlier. So we have
traffic merging from the left lane and the on ramp at the same time into the lane for 83N that
already has traffic in it traveling to 83N.

The problem here is the slowing traffic on 83 due to the on ramp from New Cumberland. It will
cost very little money and time to test out my idea. This ramp will probably be closed anyway
during construction, if the new bridge is built. So try it out you have nothing to lose.

If it works it will be a huge cost and time savings.

I have reviewed the 1-83/PA581 Bottleneck “York Split” Interim Improvement Project
information with much interest. | am a daily commuter of the York Split on 1-83 from York (NB
AM and SB PM).

The plan appears to be a viable improvement option providing significant improvement at a
cost that is potentially obtainable. | realize the $28 mil cost has a much better likelihood of
occurring than the $138 mil master plan concept.

The proposed auxiliary lane for PA-581 EB to 1-83 SB including the 10t St exit would appear to
have significant improvement potential. Also the I-83 NB two lanes at the split merging (or exit
only) by Third Street should significantly improve NB traffic flow.



Note the closure of the Brandt Ave on ramp (now emergency access) did appear to have some
limited improvement to peak traffic flow. Thank you for this small but noticeable
improvement. | am sure it was unpopular locally.

One concern | have is the proposed new Lowther Street bridge over 1-83. The bridge as shown
on the Interim Improvement project aerial photo does not appear to be designed for the long
term Master Plan project that would realign the entire interchange. Consideration of the master
plan design should be considered for this bridge, however only if it can be accommodated
within the proposed budget concept. If the Interim project was completed the Lowther Street
Bridge would again be a Cost challenge for future projects. Ultimately the Master Plan project
needs completed to provide a safe curve radius for both NB and SB 1-83 traffic at the split as
well as improved access to 581 WB from 1-83 NB.

As needed please remind York County state politicians that this project impacts many York
County constituents/commuters and should be supported as any 1-83 improvements, provides
improvements to York County as well.

Overall I support the project as proposed. It appears to provide significant improvement for a
project that has a budget that is obtainable. Thanks to those on the planning team who assisted
on bringing this project forward for consideration. | look forward to seeing this project
materialize.

Comment on proposed changes to 1-83 at the York split:

First, | agree with closing the Highland Park interchange to create room for two lanes all the
way through, with an eventual merge from four lanes to three before reaching the Lemoyne
exit.

But I am also thinking of something much more radical: A complete bypass. Not to replace this
interchange but to divert through traffic around it.

If I'm not mistaken, the old turnpike bridge over the river is still in place. What would be
needed would be an access road to that bridge and then a method of routing traffic to the end of
1-283 on the other side, near the Hbg-East turnpike interchange. This would create a bypass
which would route traffic across the river well south of the city, and hook up with 1-283 (which
would become 1-83/283) east of the city, allowing through traffic to continue on to points north.

Radical, possibly very expensive, but in the long run probably necessary. We can't keep sending
ever-increasing northbound traffic through such a tight, heavily populated area as we do today,
with no room for further growth other than these painful and difficult tweaks.

To Whom It May Concern:

Our metropolitan area is facing many challenges over the next several years, however they are
not unique. We have increased population growth, traffic and air pollution. | think it is of the
utmost importance that alternative modes of transport are given more support in any future
plans. By alternative modes of transportation | mean pedestrian, bicycling and public transit.

First, it is important that pedestrian access and pedestrian friendliness be an aspect of EVERY
new project, excluding interstate enhancements. New roadway projects and enhancements
should all include sidewalks. It is important not just to provide access for those who can't drive
-- but also because we have a major health problems in our country. Making it easier for people
to walk places means a healthier, vibrant society.

In terms of cycling, there needs to be a concerted effort to create a regional plan for bike lanes
and bike-friendly corridors. | would like to see HATS move towards encouraging bike lanes
along major routes throughout the area, first concentrating on connectivity to the capital area
greenbelt and moving out from there. For example, Harrisburg city is prime for bike lanes. The
7th street widening should include them and if not 6th street (which is certainly plenty wide for
north and south bike lanes), along with State street and possibly another cross town bike lane
on Derry or Market street. Those who bike should be given consideration in any new road
project with either wider shoulders or actual bike lanes.



Increased support must be given to Capital Area Transit. CAT should be focusing in increased
service on its most heavily used lines as well as building an infrastructure for their network.
This includes building actual bus shelters, bus stops and much better signage at those bus stops
-- complete with route and timing information thatwill make it much easier to ride. Increased
frequency on the heavily used lines is important. Rather than focusing on expanding new
routes, first several lines should be identified to provide high-frequency and fast service. But
this has to be comprehensive. Isolated bus shelters that provide no connectivity will not do any
good, thus they must connect to nearby shopping centers and neighborhoods with sidewalks.
Buses should be given priority over automobiles. This includes BRT corridors and priority
signaling at key intersections along the route. Express BRT lanes through the west shore, east
shore and possibly north and east through the city of Harrisburg should be explored.
Commuter rail is a great idea but | disagree with the Capital Red Rose Corridor. Amtrak
sufficiently covers this route at this time. Perhaps credence should be given to providing
Amtrak support to supply additional frequencies or creating a partnership with Amtrak to
provide better service between Harrisburg and Lancaster. Instead, commuter rail would be
much better to service the Harrisburg-Hershey-Lebanon corridor. Instead of BRT, CAT officials
should actively pursue commuter rail along this corridor. Commuter rail should also be
pursued where it is, perhaps ironically, most needed. That is to the west shore. Cumberland
county officials will have to realize we are not in the auto-age anymore and it is time to move
on.

Unfortunately, not much if this is possible without better land use decisions. Local officials
should be actively updating zoning, planning and land use ordinances to encourage urban,
pedestrian and transit friendly development while discouraging auto-centric sprawl. | implore
officials, especially in Cumberland county, to consider better land use policies when moving
forward. New development should be clustered along existing CAT transit routes in
coordination with transit officials. Finally, | encourage the HATS to continue to pursue transit
and pedestrian/bicycle friendliness in every project. As most of you probably already know,
new/expanded roads and highways just equals more sprawl and less taxable land for local
municipalities. Transit is going to need be more important moving forward.

I am responding to the Regional Transportation Plan Update and Conformity Determination’s
30 day comment period. Listed in your documents is the statement that HATS is committed to
the applicable nondiscrimination and civil rights statutes, executive orders, regulations and
policies. However there is little evidence that there is any promoting or consideration of these
regulations in the award of transportation contracts in the central Pennsylvania area.

The Federal Executive Order 11246 as amended is encompassed in all of the contract documents
however not considered in the award of the contracts. The order last revised was in 1980
however in 2010 most if not all of the contractors do not regard the mandates as in any way
viable. It has bee thirty years (30) and the responsible part of the mandate to award to the
“lowest, qualified, responsible, bidder” is virtually ignored when awarding public contracts.
No verification, no prequalification, no monitoring and no penalties for those who do not
comply. In many if not most cases relatives and friends are hired and women and minorities
are left out.

The US Labor Department issued the enclosed mandates in 1980 for equal employment for
women and minorities as a vehicle for ameliorating past practices of exclusion mainly in the
construction industry. The fact is that women and minorities are still being passed over by the
ruse of “we can’t find anyone who have the skills” or other factors prevalent in the market
place.



It is very frustrating that a federal regulation is so far from being implemented after 30 years.

I am asking that the Central Pennsylvania contracting community and the US Department of
Labor enforce the laws and directives that are applicable. If government and government
contracted organizations do not enforce the current EEO directives the people who have
historically been left out will still be in the same position. Low pay, no pay, and no job. Enforce
the rules and do not become complicit in a system that historically has discriminated against
women and minorities.

The
guidance had been to ensure on applicable contracts at least 10% of the total awarded be received by a
Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE). The most recent certification review in 2009 found that goal
met on all projects (Certification Review of the Harrisburg Metropolitan Area Planning Process, 2009
page 11). Recent guidance is to require a “good faith effort” on the part of grantees to include DBE’s. All
grantees of applicable contracts are required to document the involvement of DBE subcontractors or the
good faith effort made to include. HATS believes that in its own awarding of contracts, DBE directives
are being met. If it were demonstrated they were not, HATS would move as quickly as possible to remedy
the problem. Construction contracts, specifically mentioned in excerpts from the guidelines you included
in your email, are not awarded by HATS.

The project is listed in the current (2007) HATS Regional
Transportation Plan in a line item. However, I would also like to take to
time to share some thought as to why the HATS Committee and Planning

Commission should consider the intersection as a high-priority project.

The Route 743 corridor is a main connector to Derry Township as
well as all points south of the Route 81 Grantville interchange. These
points of interest to the south include Hershey and the Giant Center in

addition to many others.

Additionally, the Route 743 corridor serves as a main access
route from areas south of the intersection to the continually expanding
Hollywood Casino and points of interest to the north of the Grantville area.
While this alone should be cause enough for strong consideration
with regards to a complete intersection upgrade, the present reality is the
existing conditions of the intersection are in a serious state of disrepair
regardless of the impending traffic pressures that are on the immediate

horizon.

The intersection geometry is severely lacking and does not meet
current PennDOT design criteria. The signal poles have been damaged as a
result of several accidents, and the signal heads are outdated. The signal
controllers are obsolete and utilize outdated equipment. Also, the lack of

dedicated turn lanes negatively impacts traffic flow.
